Fans at
Bury, Northampton, Oldham, Charlton, Blackpool, Orient, Bolton and others all have
a tale to tell. Which way will we turn | wonder?

Much as | feel sorry for officials i who have an ever more difficult job to do, given the
cheating endemic, and seemingly encouraged, in our game now, something needs
to be done to keep games fair and to
protect young players who use skill
rather than experience or brawn to win
games.

In some ways the game, like society,
leans more towards the toxic. | feel sorry
for limited players who do their best but
face the full fury of the crowd for having
the temerity to lose or to be in a losing |
side. Our teams this season have shown
promise at times and have paid the price
for an inability to score from the many
chances t heyodve c
confidence and an obvious lack of
continuity.

| have already commented on the lack of investment in the squad and the reasons
for that. We should perhaps remember that three years ago we beat Morecambe 7-0
under Shaun Derry, a man who might have achieved much more, had he not been
fatally undermined by a | ack of wunity behind
